It involves visual,
manual, and cognitive
distraction. The odds of
being involved in a safety
critical event are 23 times
more likely for drivers who
text than those who don't.

IT'S THE LAW.

Drivers are prohibited from
texting while driving.
Texting while driving can
result in driver
disqualification for up to 120
days. Penalties can be up to
$2,750 for drivers and up to
$11,000 for employers.
